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Hanging Guidelines
Professional hanging procedures are very important to keeping the quality of the Art League of the Chathams high. Below are some things to keep in mind when getting ready for an exhibit.

· When putting the wire on the back of paintings, wire them 1/3 of the way from the top.  This makes all the paintings hang at the same angle against the wall.

· Make sure the ends of wire are not sticking out.  It is suggested that you use tape around the wire ends to keep accidents from happening.
· Use acid free materials to back your watercolors.
· Make sure screw eyes are in the frame securely.
· All works on canvas (oil, acrylic, etc.) need to be framed unless the edges are finished.  Staples should not show.
· All art work should be dry.
· Mats should be clean and secure.

· Frames need to be in good condition.

Adhering to these guidelines will help prevent accidents or damage to your work.  And once again, neither the Township of Chatham nor the Art League of the Chathams will be responsible for any loss or damage, no matter how it may occur.[image: image1.png]
